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Filling in the Robin Corbett Award application form:  a guide from the judges
This Award is given to a charity or not-for-profit body.  It is not awarded to individuals, laudable as they may be. (The Butler Trust, as one example gives an award to a person).

In judging the Awards we have found three questions possibly the most difficult to quantify. We offer this guide to make the application easier.
1. Question 9: How does your work contribute to prisoners being able to re-integrate in society after release? (350 words max)
What we look for are examples of how the work you do impacts on post-release. For example, the support you give to someone after release – it may include meeting at the gate/ accommodation/ a job. How long do you give that support?
2. Question 10: How does your work help prisoners to take responsibility for themselves and to help others?  (250 words max)
To make a success of lives after prison we would like evidence of ex-offenders getting confidence to sort their lives out and whether they then think of helping others such as mentoring.
3. Question 11: What is the evidence of your work succeeding?
· From prisoners, during and/or after custody

· From other sources

  (250 words max)
Here we need quotes from (a) the people you have helped – exactly what that support meant to them and (b) from organisations who, for example, have hired your client. Both these quotes could be short and to the point.
